• An expanded noun phrase (e.g., the long, winding path).

• A sentence starting with “Suddenly,” or “Then,”

What Does the Clue Mean?

The map has a riddle on the back. What do the words mean?

Does “find the light” lead to something glowing, sparkling, or hidden?

Try to include:

• A thought or question from Aisha (e.g., “What could this mean?”).

• A description of something unusual or magical.

• A sentence that explains her idea (using because or so).
